Recognition Days
In order to recognize all students who actively contribute to making Holy Names a better place to be, there will be six “Recognition Days” each year – three each semester.

These Recognition Days would be distributed throughout each semester in a way that will ‘catch’ the greatest number of extracurricular activities. Next year, these would be on or about September 27, November 12 and December 16 in the first semester; and February 10, April 15 and May 16 in the second semester.

On each Recognition Day, any student involved in an official school activity at that time would be allowed to wear their activity/club/team shirt/jersey/jacket/ sweatshirt. They would have to be in uniform in all other respects.
It would be the responsibility of each moderator/coach to provide the members of his/her activity/club/team with a special dress down pass, obtained from the Attendance Office.

In certain circumstances, Administration could allow an activity/club/team that is not active on any of the Recognition Days the opportunity to be recognized on the Recognition Day closest to when their activity was.

If an activity/club/team is active on more than one Recognition Day (i.e. – SAC), then they would be allowed to be recognized on all days that they are active.
