Academic Plan Required by Returning 5th Year Students

READ ALL INFORMATION PRIOR TO APPLYING TO INSURE YOU HAVE UNDERSTOOD ALL THE REQUIRED INFORMATION.

Introduction:

The Ministry of Education has repeatedly stated that a 4 year graduation rate is the goal for Ontario High Schools.  Therefore we are requiring a completed academic plan for students who are wishing to return for a 5th year.  The purpose of this plan is to insure that returning students have an academic goal, and an exit plan in place prior to their courses being scheduled. Students may be returning to complete one semester.  Students must also have completed their 40 hours of community service. Acceptance will also be based on previous attendance, grades, conduct, student/teacher relationships and peer relationships. Completion and submission of the plan represents an acceptance of the terms and therefore a student contract.

1. Applying students will meet with their guidance counsellor to determine whether a 5th year is in the student’s best interest.  As a rule, all applicants will be counselled on an exit strategy first and foremost with a I semester, 5th year return being put in place as a last resort.  Any student requiring more than 1 semester may be counselled to attend St. Mike’s Adult Campus.

2. Students who apply to either OCAS or OUAC will not be eligible to apply for a 5th year until June when the acceptance/rejection notifications have been received.  These notifications must be produced before applying.

3. If a student wishes to return for upgrades and has met with their counsellor, upgrades will only be considered after  all other options have been exhausted, i.e., summer school, e-learning, night school, etc..   Coming back for 1 course will not be acceptable.

4. Any student who has been accepted for a 5th year and has a timetable put in place will not be able to alter that timetable.

5. Any diploma-holding student who is occupying a full class will be bumped in the event that a non-diploma holding student needs the class for graduation requirements.

6. Performance during a student’s 4th year will be a determining factor in whether application for a 5th year is accepted.

7. Any student being accepted for a 5th year will have their attendance and academics monitored throughout the semester.  Any returning student not taking full advantage of the priviledge to return will be withdrawn.
