The Catholic Central senior boys basketball team is getting ready for the

playoffs. They have secured 1* place with one game remaining in the

season with an 8-1 record in WECSSAA play and a 21-4 record overall.

They have participated in some of the best tournaments in Ontario such as
the Freeds Tip Off, Purple and White University of Western Ontario Christmas Tourna-
ment and winning the St. Clair College tournament. This has allowed them to play some
of the top teams in Canada such as Toronto St. Michael, Hamilton Cardinal Newman
and Burlington Notre Dame. As a result they are currently ranked as the number 8 team
in Ontario and the number 23 team in Canada by the national publication North Pole
Hoops that closely follows high school basketball across the country.

In fact one of the writers of that publication visited Catholic Central to get a
glimpse of the team. As a result of that visit, two players from Catholic Central are
ranked in the top 25 in Canada, Mychal Mulder and Shavon Gayle.

It is no surprise that both are being recruited by several US schools including Wayne
State University, University of Detroit Mercy, Cleveland State and Duquesne to mention
a few.

This year’s team follows a long and storied tradition of basketball at Catholic
Central. The school is the only current school that has medalled at OFSAA (the All On-
tario Championships) four times in the past 15 years as well as four other quarter final
